Meter Confirmation Survey 

The City of East Lansing is looking to identify the location of lead 
components within the water system. If left undisturbed, lead components 
pose no safety risk. However, identifying the locations of all lead components 
in the water system is critical.  

Location assessments will guide the City’s construction efforts as the 
removal of all lead components from the water system is prioritized. These 
assessments will also assist the City of East Lansing with updating its water 
meter records in an effort to better plan for future meter replacement. 

Location assessments are free 
and can either be self-reported 
through an online survey or by 
scheduling an appointment with 
an East Lansing Department of 
Public Works staff member. To
